Manager -  Manage User view allows the course administrator to add u ser to and remove 

users from courses, displays the course title and description, and allows the admin to 

search for users by email, alias, last name, first name, and all users.

In the LMS Settings module you can set various overall LMS settings including if a learner can unassign a course that 

was manually assigned to them by an administrator and if the course catalog displays all active public courses or just 

courses that have been granted catalog view access via learner roles authorization. Below you will find each of the 

LMS Settings options outlined and steps to save these settings.  

 

Allow Unassign When Manually Assigned By Admin/Manager  
 

By default a learner can unassign a course that was assigned by a manager or admin.  Optionally you can disable this 

feature and disallow the learner from unassign an assigned course.   

To disable unassign do the following: 

1) Login with an account that can access the LMS Settings module (see screenshot above)

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Course Catalog Module 
 

The course catalog is where learners can go to select courses that they would like to take. They can search for a 

specific course or courses, use the category navigation module (more information below) to select categories of 

courses, and then view, select, and unselect courses.  Once a course is selected it will be placed into the Learners My 

Courses module view where the learner can launch the course and view statistical information such as status, start 

and completions dates, and even view certificates assigned to courses and quizzes they have completed.  

The course catalog can be made visible to both authenticated and unauthenticated users, however only 

authenticated users can add and remove courses from their My Courses module view.

Using the Course Catalog is very simple, once you have selected a category, submitted a search, or just listed all 

courses, you are ready to view the courses.  You can page through the courses with the numbers and arrows in the

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My Courses Module 
 

The My Courses module is the Home Page for Learners.  This is where learners go to see their assigned courses, their 

statuses, download certificates, and of course where you launch your courses and quizzes.  The My Courses module 

has two primary sections, the status list where you can view courses by status such as active courses, assigned (but 

not started), etc.  You can just click the status menu item and then the courses in that status will be displayed.  The 

second section is the course list This is where you see all the courses, their status, start and finish dates, links to 

launch the course, link to unassign a course (if allowed), and link to download a certificate for completed courses.

Using My Courses 
 

To find a course you want to view, launch  or download a certificate from, you can use the search module to find it 

by name (or partial name), you can select the status the course is in and then page until you find it, or you can view 

all statuses and again, page until you locate the course.  

 

To launch a course, locate the course as noted above and then click either the course Title or the Launch link. 

 

To unassign a course, locate the course as noted above and then click the Unassign link. 

 

To download a certificate for a completed course or exam, locate the course as noted above and then click the 

Certificate link to open or download the PDF which you can then use to print the certificate if  desired. 
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Module Settings  
 

The My Courses module has only one Module Setting that allows you to configure the number of courses to display 

per page (see example screenshot below).   

 

View Modes (set in LMS Settings) 
 

The My Courses module has a setting in the LMS Settings module that dictates whether a learner can unassign a 

course that was directly assigned to them from an LMS Admin.  For details on this configuration see the section

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Category Navigation M odule  
 

The Category Navigation module is use in conjunctions with several other module including the Course Catalog, 

Course Management, and Learner and Role Assignment modules.  The Category Navigation module can be used on 

the same page as the target module or can be placed on a totally different page and configured to redirect the 

request to the correct page to display the desired results.  There are two different display modes to the Category 

Navigation module.  It can be displayed as a menu like navigation list (see screenshot below) or as a dropdown list 

(also see screenshot below).  The width of the Category Navigation module can also be configured via the Module 

Settings (details below).

Dropdown List View (Dropdown Category) 

 

Using the Category Navigation Module  
 

Using the Category Navigation module is very simple.  If in the List Category/Menu View you can simply click the 

menu item which  is a hyperlink.  If in Dropdown Category View you would just select the category from the 

dropdown list and it will render the results.  When selected the Category Navigation module will either refresh the 

current page or redirect to the target page depending on how you have the Category Navigation module configured 

(see details below).  
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Module Settings  
 

The Category Navigation module has four module settings which are Navigation Width, Target Page, Navigation 

Type, and Show Numbers of Courses.  Each of these settings are covered in detail below. 

 

 
 

Navigation Width  

 

The Navigation Width specifies the width of the Category Navigation module when being viewed. 

Target Page 

 

This specifies what page the results module is located (this includes Course Catalog, Course Assignment, Course 

Management modules).  This can be set to the same page as the Category Navigation module (default) or to redirect 

to another page in the site where the results module is located.  

Navigation Type  

 

The Navigation Type specifies whether the navigation is shown as a Menu or a Dropdown (see screenshots above). 

Show Number of Courses 

 

If selected, the number of courses in each category is displayed in the Category Navigation module. 
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Search Bar Module 
 

The Search Bar module allows quick text based searches to be completed and can be used in conjunction with the 

Course Catalog, Course Management, and Course Assignment modules.  Like the Navigation module, the Search Bar 

module can be configured to target the same page it is on (default) or another page that has a results module 

(modules noted above).  Also the width of the module is configurable in the module settings (see details below). 

 

Using the Search Module 
 

Simply enter key word text into the search box and then click Search.  

Module Settings  
 

The Search Bar module has two module settings, Target Page setting and Search Width setting, details below. 

 

 

Target Page Setting 

 

The Target Page setting is used to specify the page where the results module is located.  This can be the same page 

or a different page entirely.   

Width Setting  

 

The Width setting specifies the width of the module when viewed.  
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Certification Management Module  
 

The Certification Management module is used to create Certificate Templates that are then assigned to courses in 

the Course Management module (details below).  This module allows you to select an image,  and then load it into a 

WYSIWYG editor where you can add text and tokens for dynamically injecting course and learner information when 

the certificate is rendered and saved as a PDF document for download. This module can be used to create, edit or 

duplicate a certificate.  
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Using Certificate Manager  

 

Create New Certificate  

 

You enter a title and then select a background image from the dropdown near the bottom of the module and then 

click Load Background. Once a background is loaded you can begin entering text and tokens (listed just above the 

image selector).  You can preview the certificate at any time by clicking the Preview button (upper right corner).  

 

Edit an Existing Certificate  

 

To edit an existing certificate  select the desired certificate from the dropdown list. The page will refresh,  and then

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Course Management Module  
 

The Course Management module is where you manage online courses.  This module makes it easy to manage your 

courses from uploading a new course, editing existing courses and at the end of the courses lifetime it is where you 

can archive the course*.  The Course Management module can be used standalone or you can use the Category 

Navigation and/or Search modules to filter down the list of courses thus making management even easier.  

 

* We do not recommend deleting courses as this will cause data loss and will result in issue validating previously 

taken courses, exams, and certificates.   
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Using Course Manager 
 

The Course Management module can be used to add and edit courses. Below are steps to add and edit courses 

along with screenshots to make it easier to conceptualize.   

 

Adding a New Course

The Course Assignment module is used for assigning courses directly to a specific learner or learners of a specified 

role.  If the LMS is configured to only show specified courses in the Course Catalog module, then the Course 

Assignment module can also be used for specifying which courses show in the Course Catalog.  If the LMS is 

configured for only specified courses in the catalog you will see a radio button list that allows you to select if you are 

doing direct Learner/Role assignments (these items show in the learners My Courses view) or specifying which 

course show in the catalog. 

 
 

Using Course Assignment  Module  
 

Below are steps for both direct assignments and also catalog specification.  

Direct Assignment and Unassignment of a Learners  

 

To assign a course to an individual learner you find the desired course using the filter options, then select the link

To assign a course to a group of learners, you create a role, add the learners to that role  then you can find the

Working with  DotNetNuke (DNN) Role 

 

In DNN you can create roles and add portal users (LMS Learners) to the role allowing assignment to a group of 

learners in a single assignment.  This will make management of similar learners much easier (learners can be 

members of multiple roles).  Once you have created the role you can add users from the Manager Users section of 

the Roles Properties or you can go to the individual User/Learner and add them to a role through the Manage Roles 

section of the User Account Properties.
